The Slovak film director Juraj Jakubisko
conceived his new film as a formally and
thematically ambitious parable about life
and destruction, freedom and subservience,
love and hatred. The poetic and maagic
realism, so typical of his style, this time
takes a complex view of variously
intersecting layers of the collective
consciousness. The author based the story on
the Nostradamus prophecy about the end of
the world, but through the power of his
imagination he recreated it into stylized
pictures of many meanings which emphasize
the active and morally responsible role of
the individual in today's complicated world.
The story, outside any specific time or
geographic area, is set in a mountain village
completely isolated from the rest of the
world. Its inhabitants go through the most
curious experiences, fighting with the
elements and with nature and with their own
fate which so often punishes them for their
pride and passions.

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Juraj Jakubisko (1938, KojSov, Slovenska), Slovak
Zijici a pracujici v Praze, patfl mezi nejorigindlnéjsi
autorské osobnosti fesko-slovenského kulturniho
prostoru. Vystudoval uméleckoprimyslovou Skolu
v Bratislavé a prazskou FAMU, Debutoval generac-
nim dramatem Kristove roky (1967). Jeho dalsi
snimky, podobenstvi Zbehovia a puatnici (1968),
Vtatkovia, siroty a blazni (1969) a Dovidenia
v pekle, priatelia (1970 - 1990), se vinou komunis-
tické cenzury dlouho nesmély hrat. Od konce 60, let
se smél vénovat jen praci pro televizi a kratkomet-
razni tvarbé a k hranému filmu se mohl vratit az
v roce 1979, Dalsi filmy (jen celoveerni hrana tvor-
ba): Postav dom, zasad strom (1979), Nevera po
slovensky (1981}, Tisicrotna viela (1983},
Perinbaba (1985), Pehavy Max a strasidla (1987},
Sedim na konari (1989}, Lepsie byt bohaty a zdra-
vy ako chudobny a chory (1992). Mnohostranné ta-
lentovany reZisér se vénuje také malbé a grafice.

Juraj Jakubisko (1938, Kojsov, Slovakia). He is a
Slovak who lives and works in Prague and ranks
among the maost original film director-and-
scriptwriter personalities of the Czechoslovak cultural
setting. He graduated from the Academy of Applied
Arts in Bratisiava and the FAMU Film School in
Prague. He made his debut with a generation drama
Christ's Years (1967). His next films, the parable
Deserters and Pllgrims (1968), Birds, Orphans and
Fools (1969) and See You in Hell, Friends (1970-
1990) were banned for years by communist censors.
From the end of the 1960's he was only allowed to
work for television and to make short films, returning
to feature films only in 1979. Other feature films:
Build a House, Plant a Tree (1979), Infidelity, the
Slovak Way (1981), The Thousand-Year-Old Bee
(1983), Perinbaba (1985), Freckled Max and the
Ghosts (1987), I'm Sitting on a Branch (1989),
Better To Be Rich and Healthy than Poor and Sick
(1992). A man of many talents, film director
Jakubisko is also a painter and graphic artist.
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
