Prazdninova adaptace romanového bestsel-
leru Moniky Fagerholmové se odehrava
v roce 1964, kdy se Bella se svym synkem
Thomasem a manzelem Kajusem vypravi
do prazdninového letoviska, které je oblibe-
nym utoCistém finskych a Svédskych mést-
skych rodin. Tam se Bella — navzdory Kaju-
sovu miéenlivému odporu — rychle sblizi
s elegantni Rosou, jez tady travi léto se
svou podivinskou dcerkou Renée a manie-
lem Gabbem. Pravé toto prazdninové pra-
telstvi vsak nakonec Gpiné zméni Zivot
hrdinky, ktera podlehne arogantné bezsta-
rostnému Gabbemu, pfestoZe tudi, Ze Rosa
na to nem(ze neprijit. Vypravéni liici bez-
starostny vék nevinnosti 60. let jako vzpo-
minku na rajsky slunné détstvi je jednak
pfibéhem Belly a Rose, které se stastné vy-
manily z kaZzdodenni rutiny Zen v domac-
nosti, jednak prib&hem jejich déti Thomase
a Renée, které k sobé kvili rozdilnym pova-
ham jen pomalu hledaji cestu.

Amazing Women
by the Sea

A holiday adaptation of the Monika Fager-
holm best-selling novel, In the summer of
1964 Bella, her husband, Kajus, and their
son Thomas go to a holiday resort, a popu-
lar spot for Finnish and Swedish city-
dwelling families. While there Bella, against
Kajus's silent resistance, quickly befriends
the elegant Rosa, a woman spending the
summer with her husband Gabbe and their
weird daughter Renoe. And in the end this
holiday friendship completely transforms
the heroine's life: she has an affair with the
arrogantly carefree Gabbe, thinking that
Rosa will not find out. The story deals with
the innocent, carefree sixties as a memory
of a sunny, childhood paradise. It is first of
all a story about Bella and Rosa who
happily free themselves from their everyday
housewife routines, but it is also a story of
their children Thomas and Renoe who, due
to differences in their personalities only
gradually find a way toward each other.

Claes Olsson (1948) patfi mezi pfedni soudasné
finské reZiséry a producenty. Jeho specialitou jsou
adaptace finsko-Svédské a finské literatury. Ziskal
Fadu domacich i mezinarodnich ocenéni nejen za své
hrane celoveéerni i kratké snimky, ale | za doku-
menty (mj. Stiller, Garbo and 1). Zabyva se i for-
malnimi experimenty, navazujicimi na jeho mladické
anarchisticke vyboje 60. let (trilogie s originalni hu-
debni a uméleckou skupinou: M. A. Numminen
Sings Wittgenstein — 1994, M. A. Numminen Goes
Tech-No — 1995, M. A. Numminen Meets Schubert
— 1997). Podobné jako nékteré predchozi snimky
tohoto tvirce, predeviim On the Trails of Elvis the
Cat (1987) nebo Saara's Love (1993), patfi i jeho
nejnovéjsi dilo, plvabna poeticka evokace sladkého
Zivota 60, let Amazing Women by the Sea (1998),
mezi divacky nejoblibengjsi tituly finské filmové pro-
dukce poslednich let.

Claes Olsson (b.1948) is among the leading con-
temporary Finnish directors and producers. His
specialty is adaptations of Finnish and Finno-
Swedish literature. He has been awarded a number
of domestic and international prizes not only for
short and feature films but also for documentaries
(Stiller, Garboe and I, among others). He has, more-
over, engaged in experiments with form which show
links to his anarchist youth in the sixties (a trilogy
made with an original musical and artistic group:
M. A. Numminen Sings Wittgenstein, 1994, M. A.
Numminen Goes Techno, 1995, M. A. Numminen
Meets Schubert, 1997). Like his previous films,
mainly On the Trails of Elvis the Cat (1987) or
Saara's Love (1993), his newest work, the pretty,
poetic evocation of the sweet life of the sixties,
Amazing Women by the Sea (1998), is one of the
most popular Finnish films of recent years.
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
