FAREWELL USSR

de Alexander Rodnyansky (Ukraine)

In this film by Alexander Rodnyansky the hero is the author himself,
surrounded by some friends. The question they try to answer is quite
simple: " should I leave or not ?"

90 years ago about seven million Jews lived in Ukraine, Belorussia and
Poland. Since the beginning of the century they have continually left those
regions, being first persecutated by the German (massacre of Babi Jar),
then by the communists who oppressed them for many years. Very little is
left of the jewish cultural heritage.

The problem risen by Alexander Radnyansky in this film is the one of the
Jews' place especially in Ukraine, in a country which, in spite of all the
persecutions, is theirs. He doesn't try to answer it by general responses
cocerning all jews in ex-USSR. He tries to find his own answer. This film
1s a collection of personnal stories of young people belonging to a
generation that has lost the Tink to her historic past and who suddenly
feels far away from the present.
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
